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Edline is an online medium available to check on student progress daily. Cumulative
grades are updated each week by Friday and will be available after the 3 week of each
semester. Please note that Edline communicates all assignments and test that are graded
and no grades go to permanent records until the end of the semester.
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In addition to Edline we will be sending home newsletters and other important
information via email twice a month. Please note that email, school website and Edline
will be the main distribution of news, calendar and other key pieces of information.
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Semester report cards are issued two weeks after the end of each semester. Semester
report cards are distributed or mailed to parents/ guardians, and become part of the
student’s permanent record.
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A transcript is an official record of all report cards, or scholastic achievement.
Transcripts are forwarded to colleges and universities upon request. An official
transcript issued by Eastside requires a $5.00 fee. Please allow five working days for a
transcript request to be filled. No transcripts will be issued if there are any outstanding
fees owed. Transcript request forms are available in the office. Unofficial transcripts
are also available.

Credit is a term used to indicate the earning of units by passing a class. Most classes
grant 5 units or credits per semester when the student earns a passing grade of 60% or
better. Graduation requires a minimum of 280 Credits.
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“A” =(90-100%) Superior.

“B” =(80-89%) Above average.

“C” =(70-79%) Average, satisfactory.

“D” = (60-69%) Below average, unsatisfactory. The grade of “D” fulfills high school
diploma credit, but does ;,$  satisfy a college entrance requirement.

“F” = (0-59%) This grade indicates that the quality of work is below the minimum
requirements; failing.

“I” = An “I” indicates that there was incomplete work done to satisfy a grade in the
course. Students with a grade of “I” at a grading period must make up work within four
weeks of receiving the grade, or it will turn into an “F.”

Plus or minus marks may be used, but they do not change the grade point for the letter.
The letter grade indicates the degree of student mastery in meeting these objectives with
the same standards applying in all sections of a given course. All grades are possible in
any given class; any grade distribution is possible within a given class.

Report cards and transcripts take into account two grade point scales. The computation
of each is slightly different and each serves a different purpose.



The regular grade point average includes grades reported on a 4 point scale
(A=4.0, B=3.0, etc.) Each grade is multiplied by the number of course credits.
These products are added. This sum is divided by the total number of credits.
This is not reported on the transcript until the end of the semester.
The weighted GPA grade point average takes into account the different levels of
Honors and Advanced Placement classes. These Courses are given an additional
1.0 in the GPA formula (A= 5.0, B=4.0, C=3.0, D’s & F’s are not weighted).
The basic formula described above remains the same, but uses the weighted
grades.
The letter grade indicates the degree of student mastery in meeting these objectives
with the same standards applying in all sections of a given course. All grades are
possible in any given class; any grade distribution is possible within a given class.
Grade point averages are not reflected in the following non-academic classes: P.E.,
Office Aide, and Teacher Aide; these classes do reflect credit towards graduation.
Most colleges do not include these courses in their GPA calculations.

Honor Roll students will be acknowledged at the end of 1st semester. No honor roll
student may have an “F’” or “I” in the grading period. Students who earn a semester
GPA of 3.25 — 3.74 will receive honors and 3.75 + will receive highest honors.

NHS is open to Juniors and Seniors with a 3.75 GPA on the basis of honors track
enrollment, Character, Leadership, Service and Faith.

The school schedule will change during finals days at the end of each semester (
++ ) To keep grades fair for all students, exams are required to be taken at the
scheduled exam time so that all students have an equal amount of time to study.
Students who miss exams will receive an “F” grade for the exam. (Vacations are not
exceptions to this rule.)
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If a student fails to maintain a GPA of 2.0 or does not pass with at least 20 credits per
semester, s/he will be placed on academic probation until the next semester. In the next
semester if the student receives a GPA of 2.0 or better the student is removed from
academic probation.

A two-week notice is required to the office for withdrawal. At the time of notice, the
parent is obligated to pay tuition in full through the last day of attendance plus the
contract cancellation fee. Should no notice be given, the parent remains obligated for
two weeks’ tuition, and a cancellation fee. No refunds are made after May 1st. All
equipment, books and fees must be turned in prior to grades and transcripts being
released. Parents or guardians must complete the official withdrawal form to begin the
withdrawal process.

If a student repeats a course for which the student has received credit (grades of “D” or
higher), the student will not receive credit again for the course. Both grades will remain
on the student’s transcript; only the repeated semester will be counted in the student’s
GPA. If a student has failed a course and then repeats it, the student may receive credit
only for those semester(s) in which the student had previously received an “F”. The “F”
will remain on the transcript.
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Junior High students who receive an “F” grade for the first semester of any given class
will be allowed to remediate the “F” grade by earning a grade of “C” or above for the
second semester final grade in a specific course. Students who do not earn a “C” or
better in this situation will not be counted as passing the course.
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Eastside recognizes each of our graduates at a very special ceremony that no student or
family member would want to miss.

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In order for students to participate in graduation exercises and receive a
diploma, a student must have achieved the following: a minimum of 280 credits
which complete our Graduation Requirements (see 1.3.1), be in good standing in
citizenship, and have no debt to the school. In addition, a student must not have
received more than one “F” or “I” grade in his/ her senior year, the course may
be made up during the summer, and the student will be allowed to participate in
the graduation ceremony. The diploma will be held until the “F” or “I”” has been
made up. Students with more than one “F” or “I” have not met the minimum
requirement to participate in the graduation ceremony.

STANFORD 10 TESTING: For grades 7-11
The “Stanford 10” tests are standardized tests for all students. These tests are given
during a specific week, and give parents an understanding of student academic
levels. Student scores are ranked according to grade level and compared with
students from around the nation. These results are mailed out with the end of the
year report cards.
TESTS FOR COLLEGE PREPARATION
PSAT (Preliminary SAT) & NMSQT (National Merit Scholarship Qualifying Test)
The PSAT is a sponsored program by the College Board and National Merit
Scholarship Corporation (NMSC). The PSAT/NMSQT measure the critical skills
developed throughout life, provides firsthand practice for the SAT | and SAT I,
and gives 11" grade students a chance to qualify for scholarships and recognition
programs. All gt 11" grade students are encouraged to take the PSAT.
SAT I
The SAT is a three-hour, primarily multiple-choice test that measures verbal and
mathematical reasoning and writing abilities that develop over time. Most colleges
require SAT scores for admission.
SAT I
SAT Il are three subject area tests that are one-hour, primarily multiple-choice, that
are designed to measure students’ knowledge and application. Check the
requirements of the colleges considered.
ACT (AMERICAN COLLEGE TEST)
Not as widely used, but still in demand by nearly a thousand colleges, universities
and scholarship programs, the ACT battery of tests is required or recommended for
select institutions. Students who need to take these tests should seek assistance
from the Director of Counseling Services.
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The Advanced Placement (AP) Program is a cooperative educational endeavor of
Eastside, The College Board, and Educational Testing Service and is worldwide in its
service and policies. Participating colleges grant credit and appropriate placement to
students who pass the AP exam. AP classes are considered “Honors” courses by the
University of California (UC) system, and add weight to a student’s GPA.

ROP is a special program that is conducted in cooperation with local public school
districts allowing students to investigate and experience various career interest
opportunities. These courses enable a student to receive specific vocational instruction
followed by on the job field experience. Students can earn high school credits in lieu of
a salary.

Students may receive credits for high school and college concurrently through this
program at local colleges. No student will receive credit for a class taken through the
Bridge Program that is currently offered at Eastside, and students must be enrolled full
time at Eastside to receive high school credit.

Honesty and
ethical decisions are upheld in all academic endeavors, and each student will be held
accountable, putting violating students at risk of expulsion.

Falsification: Statement of untruth, whether spoken or written, regarding any
circumstances relative to any aspect of school, including forgery of signatures.

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To enhance the classroom experience for all students, it is the school's expectation that
all students will behave in a manner that meets the expectations of the classroom
teacher. General expectations of students in a classroom environment include:

No students in a classroom without a teacher present
When a student's behavior has been inappropriate and the student does not respond
appropriately to the teacher's actions, the teacher may refer the student to
Administration for further action.
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Eastside celebrates the culturally diverse atmosphere we enjoy here. Our students come
from a variety of backgrounds, some speaking little English, and we welcome those
students to our campus with the purpose of teaching them the English language and
sharing with them the message of salvation through Jesus Christ. As a result, those
students will be expected to speak only English while on campus, and to participate
attentively in activities designed for spiritual understanding.

It is our goal to provide a safe nurturing learning environment here at Eastside Christian
Schools. We feel certain behaviors detract from this goal and are not permitted.
Several examples include:
Name calling (verbal/written), teasing, slurs, or other derogatory remarks.

When a student’s behavior or attitude is in conflict with school standards, efforts will be
made on the part of faculty or administration to reconcile the differences. This may
include assigning of detention, Saturday School, probationary status, or suspension. In
extreme cases this may result in expulsion.

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security, effectiveness, modesty, equanimity and appearance of our students will be advanced
with this uniform effort. The uniforms were chosen by a committee of parents, staff and
students who made their determination based on style, fit, cost, durability, convenience,
customer service and ease of care. We have chosen to use a uniform company, True Grits, as
the sole source of apparel for our school.
If students come to an event and are out of dress code, they will not be allowed entrance, and
will also receive a dress code violation. The student in violation will be sent home to remedy
the situation. This action is necessary, but is embarrassing to all parties involved, so parents
are urged to shop with students, and check their clothing before this occurs. Appropriate dress
and grooming outwardly manifest a student’s inner-self, his/her priorities and values. A
student’s attire should be neat, modest, honoring to the Lord, and promoting a safe school
environment. The school reserves the right to reasonably determine appropriate dress.
The Dress Code must be followed for all school functions and activities unless the
administration communicates in writing specific modifications for special events.

Attendance is mandatory for all students for all assigned classes. Students will be held
accountable to be in every class in entirety that is printed on their class schedule. Students
must sign in and out from the main office upon arriving late or leaving early.

The parent has 2 full
days to contact the school to excuse the absence. If the absence remains unexcused by
the 3" day back to school then it becomes permanently unexcused.

to school the receptionist will send the “readmission note” to the teacher designating the
absence as excused or unexcused.
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The day after an absence the student should arrive to school early enough to bring a
note to the attendance office without being tardy to class.

Students are not permitted to go to the parking lot, leave the school grounds without
permission, or leave the classroom before the bell, or s/he will be considered truant.
If a student must leave early for an appointment or illness, written documentation from
a parent or guardian must be submitted each occurrence to the office before the student
is excused. A parent phone call is not sufficient, but a FAX is acceptable. A parent or
guardian may appear in person with proper identification to sign a student out. These
rules apply to students even if they are 18 years or over. Student drivers will not be
allowed to drive themselves home even if they become ill, unless written parental
permission is obtained.
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When a student misses the beginning activities and lesson it disrupts learning. Each student is
expected to be in class seated, so as not to be counted tardy. Tardies are kept on record in each
class throughout the semester. Tardies are accumulated during each semester, starting fresh at
the beginning of a new semester. Students later than 30-minutes to any 90-minute period, or
15-minutes from a 45-minute period should report to the office and will be given an absence
for that class period.

All staff members are able to assist in cases of injury. In cases of emergencies 911
will be called. All athletic injuries incurred on campus or while participating in an
athletic event/practice must be reported immediately to the Athletic Director.
Insurance claim forms may be obtained from the school secretary upon completion
of an “accident report.” Eastside’s athletic insurance coverage includes students
and managers. This insurance is considered a secondary carrier.

Athletic Equipment & Uniform Loans

Athletes will be loaned equipment and uniforms for each sport. It is the athlete’s
responsibility to take care of the equipment and return it at the end of the season in
good condition. If the equipment is not returned, the student’s report card will be
held until the student returns the items or pays the replacement price for the items.
Dismissal From Team

Failure to attend a practice or a game, to obey training rules, to put forth effort
continually, or engaging in conduct detrimental to the welfare of the team may
result in dismissal from the team. The coach may also exercise his/her discernment
to determine if participation in a particular sport would be dangerous for an
individual resulting in dismissal.

School Absence

On game/contest/practice days, athletes must attend school the entire day or may be
declared ineligible for the contest scheduled for that day.

Christlike Athletics

Eastside Christian Schools expects its coaches, athletes and fans to act in an
encouraging, upbeat manner that is pleasing to the Lord Jesus Christ. Persons who
do not portray such character will be asked to leave the venue.

Each student will be issued his/her own set of textbooks depending on the class. The student is
responsible for covering and keeping the books until returned at the end of the class. If the
book is lost or damaged, the student is responsible to pay $60.00 to the school for the loss or
damage. Grades and transcripts will be held until books are returned or book fines have been
paid. Students may be asked to purchase their own supplemental textbooks in some classes.
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Daily announcements will be read each morning at the beginning of 1% period. All
announcements must be submitted in writing to the Administrative office for approval by 3:00
pm the day prior to being announced. No organizations except those qualifying under "school-
sponsored™ or "system-sponsored” will be permitted to advertise on campus, except by

Admi
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nistrative approval.

All fund raising events must be approved by administration prior to plans being made and
advertisement of activity. By submitting all plans we hope to maximize our efforts and
productivity and reduce duplication and calendar conflicts.

The Scrip Program offers gift certificates to local merchants that help offset the cost of tuition
by paying you a percentage back to your tuition account, at no cost to you. Scrip orders may
be made in the office on Monday mornings, and are ready for pick up on Friday mornings.

Eastside Christian Schools is a closed campus. However, student visitors are permitted on
campus, not in classrooms, only with prior administrative approval and by signing in at the
main office. Visitors are expected to conform to Eastside Christian Schools dress code and



policies. Parent visitors are welcome anytime by signing in at the main office. All parents and
students are welcome to attend chapel services by simply signing in at the main office.
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In the event of an earthquake or other large scale emergency, the school has formulated a
specified emergency plan. If necessary, the school is prepared to facilitate emergency care for
multiple days. During an emergency, students will be allowed to leave campus only with
written permission from a parent or guardian.
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Every teacher and Administrator is mandated by law to report child abuse if there is cause to
believe that a child is suffering serious physical and/or emotional injury resulting from abuse
and/or neglect, and will report such a belief to the Department of Social Services.

When custody of a child varies, please be sure to inform the school office when and where
emergency contacts will be available. If parents are divorced or separated and one parent is
not allowed to see or pick up a child, the school must have a certified copy of the “court order
of final judgment” on file in the office.
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This policy is established to meet the requirements of paragraph 212.5 and 130 of the
Educational Code of the State of California and shall be disseminated to all Eastside Christian
Schools families, students, and workers.
This school is committed to maintaining an academic environment in which all individuals
treat each other with dignity and respect and which is free from all forms intimidation,
exploitation and harassment, including sexual harassment. Therefore, the school does not
tolerate the sexual harassment of any student, school employee, or volunteer by a student.
This school is prepared to take action to prevent and correct any violations of this policy. Any
student who violates this policy will be subject to disciplinary action.
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“Sexual Harassment” is defined as unwelcome sexual advances, requests for sexual
favors, and other verbal, visual, or physical conduct of a sexual nature.
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Unwanted sexual advances or propositions.
Offering academic benefits in exchange for sexual favors.
Making or threatening reprisal after a negative response to sexual advances.
Visual conduct such as leering, making sexual gestures, displaying sexually
suggestive objects or pictures, cartoons or posters.
Verbal conduct such as making or using derogatory comments, epithets, slurs and
jokes.
Verbal abuse of a sexual nature, graphic verbal commentaries about an individual’s
body, sexually degrading words used to describe an individual, obscene letters, notes
or invitations.
Physical conduct such as touching, assaulting, impeding or blocking movements.
The school encourages students and requires staff and volunteers to immediately
report incidences of sexual harassment to the Administration. Any complaint of
sexual harassment shall be promptly investigated in the way that reasonably ensures
the privacy of all parties concerned.
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Campus hours are from 7:15 AM - 4:00 PM Monday thru Friday.
All students must be off campus by 3:30 PM
The exception to these rules is when a student is with a staff member or coach.

Excellent offerings for breakfast and lunch are available to all students and visitors in the
school cafeteria by Alegre Catering Services. Detailed information, menus and order forms
are sent home monthly. The cafeteria hours are 7:30 AM to the end of high school lunch on
school days.
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Lockers are issued to each student and are for the convenience of the individual to help
him/her protect his/her personal property and books. Lockers are not to be shared by students.
A student should not give his locker combination to any other student. Only school distributed
locks are to be kept on lockers; any unauthorized locks will be removed. A replacement fee of
$10.00 is charged for lost locks. The administration reserves the right to check lockers
periodically for security purposes.
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For safety, drivers should use extreme caution on campus for the safety of all. The speed limit
is 10 miles per hour in the parking lot. Any demonstration of inappropriate speed,
recklessness, or noise on or near campus is strictly prohibited; moving violation citations may
be issued.

Eastside is not responsible for, and assumes no liability for vehicles and their contents.

Since the campus at Eastside is private property, the school reserves the right to search
automobiles with the owner present as a preventive measure to ensure the safety and security
for all.

Automobile radios may be played as students drive onto or off of campus but should be played
quietly so as not to disturb campus activities.
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Students should be picked up and dropped off next to the cafeteria located at the North end of
the school. All drivers should approach the campus from Brookhurst, avoiding Valencia Dr.
and Pacific Drive Elementary school.

All students who wish to drive to school must register all of the vehicle information as well as
their Drivers license information with the school office. Eastside Christian Schools reserves
the right to revoke any student’s driving privilege with reasonable cause.
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It is the goal of Eastside to ensure safety while students are being transported to school
sponsored events. Eastside contracts with outside carriers that are properly licensed for
operation in the State of California to transport school students.

In situations where a parent volunteer’s vehicle is used for activities, the owner of the vehicle
must carry minimum liability insurance of at least $100,000 bodily injury per person,



$300,000 bodily injury per accident, and $100,000 physical damage. A copy of proof of
insurance and valid driver’s license must be submitted to the office before driving students.
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Eastside will provide a 27 passenger shuttle from the east campus at 7:20 AM sharp and arrive
at the west campus at approximately 7:40 AM. School begins at 7:55. The shuttle will leave
west campus at 3:15 sharp (school is out at 3:00), and return to east campus at approximately
3:35 pm. A fee is involved. The shuttle service is on a first come first serve basis.
Cancellation of shuttle contract must be submitted in writing to the office and will be effective

for the following month. No retroactive refunds will be granted.
